Students from    (school name)    attended the 2025 Missouri Family, Career and Community Leaders of America (FCCLA) State Leadership Conference, March 16-18, 2025, at Margaritaville Lake Resort and Conference Center in Osage Beach. Almost 1,283 delegates from across the state represented more than 9,263 members of Missouri FCCLA.

The conference centered on the student-developed theme “Missouri FCCLA: The Greatest Show” representing how Missouri FCCLA members are showcasing their spectacular leadership skills. The conference kicked off with the Opening General Session on Sunday evening where the 2024-2025 Missouri FCCLA State Executive Council presided. The keynote speaker was John Beede.

On Monday, almost 856 students participated in more than 30 competitive STAR Events – Students Taking Action with Recognition. Events included Entrepreneurship, Culinary Arts, Job Interviews, Chapter Service Projects, Event Management, Early Childhood Education, Sports Nutrition, and many others.
